Only
thinking of her dog, Pat tried to rescue him and found
herself in the same predicament, falling into the icy
water. She was able to get the dog out of the water,

but was not able to pull herself back up onto the
thicker ice.

Seeing Pat in the frigid water, Glenn acted quickly and
grabbed a heavy-duty extension cord. Connecting with
his first toss, he was able to pull Pat from the freezing
